For the first time this year the Awards Committee has selected a best performance from each age group. Each one will be given a commemorative shield.

U17 Women

This age group gave the Committee the most difficulty in trying to select a best performance. Eventually they agreed that it should be shared by Katie Staiton of Birchfield Harriers (300m hurdles in 44.5) and Kerry Murch of Rugby and Northampton (new County Javelin record of 39.31). Sophie Cook and Diani Walker were also strong candidates. Lucy Smith and Molly Eales were also considered. The strength of the competition in this age group bodes well for the future.

 

U20 Women

U20 Men

Senior Men

Masters Men

Kevin Murch was also a very strong candidate. Clive Morrison and Keith Richards both set new County records in this age group and were considered for this award.
